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Who to refer to the Hospital Palliative Care Team?
Patients with an advanced, progressive or life-limiting illness (malignant or non-malignant) who have one or several of the following:
· Complex or uncontrolled symptoms (pain, nausea, vomiting, constipation breathlessness, bowel obstruction) 
· Complex psychological symptoms 
· Patients with poorly controlled symptoms or psychological distress in the last few day of life 
· Patients requiring outpatient consultation with a Palliative Medicine doctor 
· Patients who require assessment for hospice transfer 
· Support and advice with Advance Care Planning for End-of-Life care 
	Not all patients with a ‘palliative’ diagnosis will need the input of the Hospital Palliative Care Team but if you are unsure please contact the team to discuss
